UNDERTOW (CONTRACORRIENTE)
Javier Fuentes-Ledn | Peru, Colombia| 2009 | 15 | 101 mins

In a Peruvian fishing village, Miguel and his beautiful bride Mariela
are about to welcome their first child. Miguel harbours a scandalous
secret; he is also in love with Santiago, a painter who is rejected by
the townspeople for his lifestyle. After a tragic accident, Miguel must
choose between doing right by Santiago — and, in turn, revealing their
relationship to Mariela — or sentencing him to eternal torment.

Capturing the hidden beauty of the sweeping Peruvian coastline with
its stunning photography, this haunting, bittersweet tale of a compli-
cated love-triangle examines the quest to define contemporary sexual
identity when confronted by tradition, courage, honour and truth.

COUNTDOWN TO ZERO
Lucy Walker | USA | 2010 | 92 mins

British director Lucy Walker (Blindsight) takes a stark look at -
the history of the nuclear arms race and the many near- -

misses humanity has faced since 1945. Featuring insights
from Jimmy Carter, Tony Blair, Mikhail Gorbachev and Pervez
Musharraf, the documentary also confronts the reality of
present-day nuclear war, and the uncomfortable truth that
the nuclear threat has never really gone away.

Vibrant and fascinating, Hidden Herstories is a unique
documentary constructed by 20 young filmmakers as part of a community initiative to celebrate the
achievements of four inspirational women.

Following the award-winning Grove Roots, Hidden Herstories
details the social and political successes of Octavia Hill - social
housing pioneer; Amy Ashwood Garvey - first wife of Marcus
Garvey and organiser of the women’s section of the UNIC;
Jayaben Desai - leader of the Grunwick Strike of 1977; and
Claudia Jones - the ‘Mother of the Notting Hill Carnival.’

This lively documentary traces the lives of these women,
detailing their struggles, perseverance and triumphs whilst
offering an unforgettable chance to interact with individual
histories that are rarely heard.

The Hidden Herstories project was managed by the Octavia
Foundation and funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund.
